The 2010 London Legal sponsored walk  
 

The London Legal sponsored walk, now in its 6th year, is a 10km (6 and a bit mile) after-work walk 
which raises funds for free legal advice agencies in London and the South East. It is supported by 
all of the lawôs professional bodies and by the Courts and Tribunals. While we call it a walk, a large 
minority of fitter participants now run instead of walking.  
 
In 2009, 4,000 walkers (and runners) raised £390,000. 
That was an amazing result and everyone did a fantastic job, especially the team organisers. 
 
Now 2010 has arrived and beating last yearôs effort will be quite a challenge.

We will not change the format this year. The start will again be the main hall at the Royal Courts of 
Justice in the strand and the finish will be at the Law Society in the Strand. The route will change 
slightly but will still head out to cross the Millennium Bridge and then follow the South Bank. We will 
still  cross Westminster Bridge to head up to Buckingham Palace and round Green park (the pretty 
part of the walk)  but may take a more direct route back from Horseguards parade  to the Law 
Society than going down to the Embankment.

For those entering a team for the first time, this is what you do 
 

1. Donôt start recruiting walkers yet- weôll get to that once your details are in place 
2. E-mail chair@londonlegalsupporttrust.org.uk and tell me (Iôm Bob) that you are entering a 

team  
3. I will send you the paper sponsorship form and establish a team fundraising web page for 

you at Just Giving 
4. Then you send a message round the firm/ chambers or organisation inviting all those who 

want to join the team to let you know 
5. You give me the names of the walkers as you get them. We add them to your web page and 

you give them the form and information. 
6. Let me know if any new walkers join in or any drop out. 
7. Forward information that I send to the team members when requested. 
8. Thatôs all there is to it except for getting the team to turn up at the RCJ at 5ish on May 17th 

and walk 10 kms.  

 

¶ There is no minimum or maximum number for a team. In previous years teams have ranged 
in size from 2- 130 walkers. Anyone you want to be in your team can join in. Colleagues, 
family and friends are all welcome.  

 

¶ There is no minimum sponsorship to be raised. We just ask everyone to do their best. 
 
For team organisers new and experienced here are some tips 
 

1. Try to get a senior member of your organisation to agree to walk first. That will encourage 
many more walkers. Some people actually like spending time wit the senior partner or head 
of chambers! 

 
2. Invite your clients to join your team Everyone wants to spend time  with their clients!  

 
3. For firms with sponsored law students, ask one of those to organise your students to join 
your team. Itôs an easy way to enhance the law students feeling of being part of the firm and 
raises more funds for the team too.  
 

4. Make a poster and get it all round your offices.  
 

5. In large firms it has worked really well for the team organiser to recruit departmental team 
organisers so that they recruit walkers from their department. I can send the mail pouts to 6 
people in your organisation as easily as I can e-mail just you.  

 
 

6. Using both the web page and forms raises most money because the web page is easy and 
attracts sponsors while the forms pick up those who donôt like online giving 
 
Remember that the forms require the HOME address of each sponsor. Tell your team 
members that often because they will start using work addresses and that loses us a lot of 
money. 
 

7. Law firm team organisers Please ask your firm if they will match the funds the team raise or 
make a donation towards the team funds. It is certainly not compulsory for a firm to do that 
but most do when the powers that be are asked and the corporate donations make a huge 
difference to the overall amount raised by the walk.  
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Start time 
The walk is billed as a 5.30 start but teams can start at any time they wish between 4.30 and 6.00. 
Individuals who get caught at work and need to start after 6.00 just need to come to the Law 
Society rather than the RCJ to set off as we move our admin set up at 6.00.  
  
Runners  
Some people prefer to run the walk rather than walk it. Runners are very welcome. We just ask 
them to start no earlier than 5.30 otherwise they get to the end before we are ready to receive 
them. With any luck we will have a less congested separate route for runners this year. Weôre 
working on it. 
 
Team photos 
We have photographers inside and outside the RCJ and at the Law Society at the end. So getting 
a team photo is easy. You just ask someone with a very professional looking camera.as that will be 
one of our official photographers and the photos will be posted to our Picasso site  after the walk. 
To book a team photo with a lead walker you have to ask in advance  and as there is not enough 
time for everyone team to have one  itôs first come first served.

Dress code (absence of)  
There is no dress code at all at the walk. Walkers have been seen in everything from 
track suits (sensible) to dinner jackets (post walk engagement necessity). From work 
suits to silly Mexican hats. 
 

Two things that are really useful are wearing something with the teamôs name on the 
front so that it shows on the photos and wearing sensible shoes for walking to avoid 
blisters  
 

Wheelchairs and pushchairs 
We have been very pleased with the number of people who have participated in the 
walk in wheelchairs and the parents who bring babies and toddlers in pushchairs 
and prams.  All are welcome.  

 

Cloakroom 
There will be a cloakroom available for walkers (and particularly runners) at the Law 
Society from 4.30. This will be staffed by stewards from the  Queen Mary studentsô 
pro bono group . Itôs free but there is a bucket for donations of course. 
 

First aid & Insurance  
 
First aid on the walk is provided by St. John Ambulance first aiders on push bikes. 
There will be a mobile number provided to call in a bike to any injury.  
Last year they did deal with a few cases of blisters at the end of the walk and so I 
refer you back to the bit in ñdress codeò about wearing sensible shoes.  
 
Public Indemnity insurance for all of the legal walks in 2010 is funded by the Access 
to Justice Foundation.  
 

Fun and games on the walk 
 

All walkers will receive a free drink at the end of the walk. We issue vouchers that 
can be redeemed at any bar in the Law Society or at the Knights Templar pub next 
door. We will have a disco in the Knights Templar and entertainment at the Law 
Society including magicians and, of course, Mr. Dooôs amazing stilt walking jugglers.
